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New Federal Drug Policies:

Proposed: Implementation of policies from the First Step Act
- One of two proposed provisions of the 2018 First Step Act that have been published for comment
includes a “safety valve” eligibility for certain repeat offenders
- The provision would allow offenders with a criminal history to avoid mandatory minimum sentencing
- As applied to federal drug laws, the provision would amend the current safety valve procedure in
§5C1.2 to amend its accessibility

Congress has proposed a bill to prohibit anyone charged with trafficking drugs near the border from receiving
federal benefits

- As of now, it has been read in Congress and has been referred to the Committee on Homeland Security
and Governmental Affairs so no indication yet of whether it will go into effect
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
